The Bureaucratic Studies, M.A., typically begins after students complete their bachelor’s degree. Students who enroll
in this accelerated option will both complete their undergraduate career with graduate-level experiences, and can
complete the program in only three graduate semesters. These students will be able to enter the workforce earlier
than would be possible with the typical two-year master’s degree experience, and will be more competitive for
positions than students with only a bachelor’s degree.
